
 

2012 PERFORMING ARTS SUMMER SCHOOL MUSIC 

Sponsorship Report: Tasmanian Bands League  

I would once again like to begin my Launceston College Performing Arts Summer School Music report by 

once again thanking the Tasmanian Band League for supporting this major Tasmanian music education 

event with a cash grant of $3000.00.  In addition to the Tasmanian Bands League other supporters of the 

Summer School included Encore Theatre Company for the ά±ƻƛŎŜ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ {ǘŀƎŜ trojectέ and Barratts Music 

for supporting the άClassical and Flamenco Guitar workshopsέ with Dr Gareth Koch.  The University of 

Tasmania Conservatorium of Music once again supported the summer school by providing 26 (twenty six) 

UTAS HECS free scholarships with a total value of over $16,000.00. Finally I would like to acknowledge the 

support of Launceston College who provided the venues, learning materials, support staff, cleaning staff 

and College administration staff and resources all free of charge to make the event the biggest and most 

successful to date. Total enrolments 150 (one hundred and fifty participants)!  

CONCERT BANDS (16-20 January) The Concert Band program operated for five days from Monday 

16 January to Friday 20 January attracted over (75) seventy five students with more than 98% being 

registered TBL members. This year the summer school attracted many more players from the North West 

Coast and Hobart which was great to 

see. Collectively these players helped 

raise the overall standard of the 

bands and gave the Summer School a 

state-wide musical focus.  Launceston 

College was able to find billets for all 

students who requested 

accommodation of offered a very 

large discount for those staying a 

hotels etc .Teaching staff at the camp 

included Major Peter Grant (retired), 

Simon Reade*, Claire Reade*, 

Matthew Dudfield*, Andrew Castles*, 

Joy Spaulding* , Laura Quigley* , 

Orinia Kinsey and Peter Quigley*.

Once again I 



personally think that it is very important that our summer school was able to tap into the expertise that 

exists within our state.  

The concert, which showcased three 

bands ranging in ability from advanced 

primary, intermediate to advanced, 

enthralled the audience of over 200 

with a two hour concert of music 

ranging in difficulty from Grade 1 up to 

Grade 5 concert band standard. The 

senior ensemble performed works such 

as:
