Competitors must report to the Contest Co-ordinator at least 20 minutes before
commencement of their class.

Juvenile and Junior Age limits will be calculated at 1 June 1997, the date of the
contest.

Winiers in Championship Classes must compete in the appropriate Champion
of Champions or forfeit the win in their class.

Competitors may use
a Test Solo if they wish.

The Champion Percussionist will be determined by a points system -
