PERCUSSION  
 
Note for percussionists – the organising committee are aware that Extreme Makeover requires 
a 5 octave Marimba, however  it now appears unlikely that we will be able to source one.  
Bands should prepare to play on the 4 1/3 octave marimba. Also at this stage there will not be 
a bass/cello bow supplied – if this situation changes we will send an update, however bands 
should prepare to bring their own.   As is normal procedure all mallets (except for tubular 
bells), small items or items over and above the gear supplied below should be brought by 
percussionists.

GALA CONCERT 
 
The Gala Concert will be held in the Federation Concert Hall, commencing 8:00 pm on 
Sunday 4 April 2010. 
 
The programme will include the Glenorchy City Concert Brass Band, the Hobart Wind 
Symphony  under the  baton of  our  chief adjudicator,  Johan de Meij, playing his  Symphony 
No. 1, “Lord of the Rings”, and the Mahidol University Senior Wind Ensemble, including one 
piece conducted by Johan de Meij.

Note:   The TSO Box Office will be closed over the Easter Weekend; however, tickets to the 
Gala Concert will be available outside the Federation Concert Hall on the ground floor 
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SPECIAL SEASON TICKETS 
 
WARNING  – Entry to all on-stage events, other than band members while competing, 
will ONLY  be by ticket.  Uniforms, etc. will not be a basis for entry, including to hear 
your own band scores or placing.  If you do not purchase a Special Season Ticket, it will 
be necessary to purchase a day ticket to enter on-stage band events on the day for $10.00 
or a standard Season Ticket for all three days of on-stage band events for $25.00. 
 
Note – Special Season tickets CANNOT be used for entry to the Gala Concert. 
 
Special Season Tickets for registered band members of competing bands (including solos and 
parties) are available until 18 March 2010 at $5.00 ea., with a limit of 35 tickets for Open 
Brass Bands, 40 for Junior Brass Bands and 80 for Concert Bands.  They allow a ticket holder 
entry to all on-stage band events in all venues.  Block orders for tickets can be made to 
secretary@nationals2010.com.  These tickets normally cost $25.00. 
 
Tickets are required for entry into any on-stage band event.  Admission to Solo and Party 
events are free; the Champion of Champions events are gold coin donation.  Uniforms are not 
required for entry, as was the custom in competitions prior to 2009. 
 
 

TRADE STALLS  
 
A number of instrument/music suppliers and other agencies will present trade stalls at the 
2010 Nationals.  These will be located in the Federation Ballroom on the mezzanine floor of 
the Hotel Grand Chancellor.  As well, the Hotel Grand Chancellor will set up a cafeteria in the 
Federation Ballroom for hungry competitors.

This shows how to travel from the Hotel Grand Chancellor to Government House.  Note that 
it is necessary to go the “wrong” direction on Davey St and turn right on Argyle Street then 
right again on Macquarie St .  Coming  from the Eastern Shore, it is possible to turn off 
directly towards Government House but this reqires turning across the oncoming lanes – it 
may be easier to take the next turnoff to the left, come under the highway and then come back 
onto the Tasman Highway.
